Ohio bill establishes medical home training centers

A bill that would designate 44 existing practices as centers for training providers in the medical home model has
cleared the Ohio Senate and House and heads to the governor's office for signing. "Technology is absolutely critical
as to whether the medical home works or not and medical students and physicians are going to need to learn how
to make the best use of the technology moving forward," one of the bill's co-sponsors said. Government Health IT

ANYTHING ASTHMA:

Study: Asthma risk more than triples in very obese people

A study of 4,500 men and women found that people who were the most obese were more than three times more
likely to have asthma compared with normal-weight peers. The reason for the connection is not clear, researchers
said. Reuters (5/31)

Report: Most emergency department patients are insured

Researchers examined data from two national surveys in 2007 and found that most of the people who sought
treatment at emergency departments that year had health insurance. They also found that about one out of five
people in the U.S. visited an ED within a 12-month period, and that only 10% of ED visits that year were for
nonemergency cases.

Medical schools recruit to add more physician diversity

Medical schools are reaching out to nontraditional students in an effort to diversify the ranks of America's
physicians and improve care for a more diverse patient pool. Schools are targeting high school students from
underrepresented minorities and disadvantaged areas before they graduate to expose them to health care careers
and help them succeed academically.

Report says 22% of U.S. children live in poverty

An analysis from the Foundation for Child Development shows 22% of children in the U.S. will live in poverty this
year, the highest rate in two decades. AAP President Dr. Judith Palfrey said family poverty increases risks for
children -- including low birth weight, premature delivery, learning problems, asthma and other health problems --
and can have consequences that last for many years.

HHS panel considers using HIT to reduce patient care disparities

A recent Health IT Policy Committee meeting focused on identifying ways to leverage health information
technology to reduce disparities in patient care based on race, language and ethnicity. The group said the proposed
meaningful use requirements calling for data collection in these areas could help providers to improve health
outcomes for underserved populations, which may be used as a quality measure to qualify for meaningful use
incentive payments.

RWIJF Health Affairs Focuses on Road to Reform

June Issue Features Commentary from Risa Lavizzo-Mourey and RWJF-Supported Research on Improved Access,
Quality and Workforce Issues

The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act of 2010 offers significant opportunities for more Americans to
receive high-quality, affordable care, although implementing the law will be challenging. According to a new Health
Affairscommentary from Robert Wood Johnson Foundation President and CEO Risa Lavizzo-Mourey, M.D., M.B.A.,
there are promising signs that—despite the formidable challenges of implementation—the nation appears ready to
take advantage of these opportunities by building on promising health care initiatives currently underway in many
states and counties across the country.

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RWIJF and Pew Award Six Grants to Examine the Impact of Policy on People's Health

The Health Impact Project, a collaboration of the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation and The Pew Charitable
Trusts, has announced more than $1 million in grants to six projects that will conduct health impact assessments at
the state and local levels.

A health impact assessment (HIA) is a powerful tool that helps policy-makers understand how a proposed project or
policy could affect the well-being of the people in a community. The information provided by an HIA enables policy-
makers to weigh the pros and cons of their decisions and put in place practical strategies that minimize adverse
health effects and maximize potential benefits.

The six projects—in California, Georgia, Hawaii, Minnesota, New Hampshire and Texas—are at the forefront of a
burgeoning movement in the United States to ensure health is considered in sectors that do not traditionally factor
it into their decision-making. The HIAs will analyze the likely health effects of pending decisions, such as budget
modifications being considered by a state legislature, transportation plans for the construction of a light-rail system
and a land-use proposal to redevelop an abandoned factory site.

“Many of the biggest decisions that impact our well-being are made outside of the health and health care sectors,”
said Michelle A. Larkin, J.D., M.S., R.N., senior program officer at the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation. “By
enabling leaders in these sectors to factor health considerations into their decision making, we can help stem the
rising tide of chronic disease and create safer, healthier communities.”

Temporary high-risk insurance pools to operate in 29 states, D.C.

Washington, D.C., and 29 states have agreed to participate in a $5 billion program that calls for them to run
temporary high-risk insurance pools for uninsured Americans with pre-existing health conditions. The HHS said it
will operate the high-risk pools in 19 states that have decided against participating in the program, which is part of
the health reform law.

House delays Medicare reimbursement cuts through 2011

The U.S. House of Representatives on Friday passed a bill that would delay a 21% Medicare reimbursement cut to
physicians until the end of 2011. Reimbursement cuts were slated to take effect today, and though the Senate is in
recess for a week, CMS told doctors groups it will hold claims for 10 days to allow for Senate passage of the
measure. The $23 billion provision also would include increasing payment rates by 2.2% next month and an
additional 1% in January.

Community clinics benefit from hospital partnerships

A Commonwealth Fund study found patients at community-based health centers were more likely to get off-site
diagnostic tests and follow-up care if the clinic partnered with a hospital. Data from 795 centers showed they
provide timely on-site access to care, but patients may have trouble getting specialist care or information if there is
no link to a hospital.

VACCINATIONS AND FLU:

Study finds vaccines don't hurt children's mental skills
Children who received the necessary vaccines in their first year of life or as toddlers scored higher on 15 out of 42
psychological tests of IQ, memory, attention and language compared with those who only received a few shots, a
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study showed. Doctors who conducted the research said that the findings should allay parents' fears that multiple
vaccinations could be harmful for their children's cognitive skills. Reuters (5/24)

Study assesses people's perceptions of pandemic, vaccine

A study of 20 U.S. opinion polls conducted during the H1IN1 flu pandemic found that a significant portion of those
surveyed who did not get the vaccine didn't think the flu was dangerous or were concerned about the vaccine's
safety. Still, almost 90% of adults said they thought the HIN1 vaccine was "safe" or "very safe." The Wall Street

Study: GSK's adjuvanted H1N1 vaccine boosts response in children

U.K. researchers found that GlaxoSmithKline's H1IN1 flu vaccine Pandemrix, which contains the adjuvant AS03,
elicited a higher immune response in children, particularly those younger than 3, compared with those who
received Baxter International's Celvapan. "This data is reassuring for countries such as the U.S. which haven't
approved the use of adjuvants for influenza vaccines," one of the researchers said. Reuters (5/27)

Experimental vaccine can protect against multiple flu strains

A vaccine using a "headless" version of a flu virus was able to protect mice against multiple flu strains, according to
a study. If further studies are able to prove that the vaccine works the same way in people, it could serve as a
universal flu vaccine someday, the researchers said. Reuters (5/25)

Primary care should focus on adding value for patients

Primary care physicians need to think about redesigning their practices not around a payment system but around
ways to add value for their patients, Dr. Richard Baron, author of two recent papers on primary care and the
medical home model, told The New York Times. "It's going to be a different kind of primary care in the future. If we
free ourselves to ask what we can do to make a difference for patients, | think we will find ourselves full of ideas,"
he said.

A survey of 1,300 businesses found 60% were likely or very likely to create or expand wellness programs as a result
of increased financial incentive provisions for wellness in the new health reform law.

Only emergency systems in Louisville, Ky., and
Richmond, Va., have fully implemented the program, which is designed to reduce ambulance runs and hospital
emergency department use by nonemergency patients. USA TODAY (6/1)

Report: Most health groups plan to hire HIT consultants

A KLAS report found that about 70% of health care organizations are considering hiring a professional services firm
to help them meet meaningful use goals, with CSC topping the list of their choices. The report author said that "the
health care IT professional services landscape has changed dramatically in the last three years," with most big
hospitals now choosing "more targeted engagements with smaller budgets." Healthcare IT News (5/18)

Report: Best practices, standards are not common in EHRs

An Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality report found that many electronic health record systems lack
standards and best practices relating to health care use and that vendors find usability assessments to be costly
and time-consuming to apply during the product development phase.

Report: Many facilities risk not qualifying for EMR reimbursements

A HIMSS Analytics report suggests that between 30% and 40% of U.S. hospitals could be at risk operationally and
financially for not meeting the meaningful use requirements for electronic medical record adoption, while more
than 50% of clinics could face the same hurdle despite assistance from regional extension centers. The report
underscores the digital divide between bigger hospitals and small rural health centers, a HIMSS official says.

The mandate -- which requires health care groups to
monitor all patient data disclosures, including treatments and payments -- negates "the nation's efforts to improve
patient care and reduce waste and inefficiency through administrative simplification and adoption of electronic
health records," the group said.

Hospitals, doctors call EHR meaningful use requirements "unrealistic"

Hospital executives and doctors say that while electronic health records may improve patient care, the criteria for
demonstrating meaningful use to qualify for incentives are "unrealistic," even for hospitals that are considered
leaders in EHR adoption.

To fill these gaps, hospitals
participating in the recently completed Robert Wood Johnson Foundation’s (RWJF) Urgent Matters Learning
Network Il initiative developed a library of proven patient flow best practices. Urgent Matters hospitals have also
become the first-ever in the U.S. to field-test ED standard performance measures.

Public Smoking Bans Effective for Youth

Children and teens who live in counties banning smoking in public places have much lower levels of a secondhand
smoke biomarker, U.S. researchers found. Study leader Melanie Dove, who received her doctorate in
environmental health at Harvard School of Public Health this year, said the team examined data from the 1999-
2006 National Health and Nutrition Examination Survey, a cross-sectional survey designed to monitor the health of
the U.S. population.

Cigarette Packs Get Colorful for 'Light' Label Ban

"Light" cigarettes are going up in smoke by the end of June, but their names and packaging are getting a colorful
makeover. The U.S. Food and Drug Administration says cigarette packs no longer can feature names such as "light,"
"mild," "medium" or "low," which many smokers wrongly think are less harmful than "full-flavor" cigarettes.

Smoke-free laws benefit young people, study finds

A study of 11,486 nonsmoking children and adolescents showed that those who live in U.S. counties where public
smoking is prohibited have much lower levels of cotinine, a biomarker of secondhand smoke, than those living in
areas with no smoke-free laws. The findings demonstrate a similar relationship in young people not living not with
a smoker in the home, according to one of the researchers. United Press International (6/7)

Nationwide smoking ban would reduce heart attacks by 11%

Researchers found that banning smoking from public places in every state would lower hospitalizations for heart
attack cases in the U.S. by more than 18,000 during the first year of implementation. The ban also would save $92
million in costs of caring for these patients, the researchers said. HealthDay News (5/20)
